
PUD BOARD MEETING MINUTES

APRIL 8, 2008

PRESENT: Tom Ashmore, Mike Elmore, Rod Peterson, Howard Harris, Sherlene Bowen, Patsy Busick, Tom Peachey and Ben Beseda. Gene Tobie – excused absence.  
GUESTS:  Scott McKeown, Charley & Delma Roush.

Meeting called to order at 6:30 pm by President Tom Ashmore.

PUBLIC COMMENTS:  Mr. McKeown complimented the office staff for their professionalism and helpfulness.  His reason for attending the Board meeting was to address the blanket easements on property he recently purchased at 3113 W 10th St.  Attorney of Record, Tom Peachey, informed Mr. McKeown and the Board the issue is still pending and the District needs to have a policy in place.  He suggested District Manager and staff utilize our resources to include SDAO and OAWU as well as other utility districts to gather information as to how they deal with easements.  The topic will be an agenda item at the next Board meeting.   Mike Elmore commented that he likes the idea of having a policy in place.

Motion by Howard Harris; second by Mike Elmore to approve the March 11, 2008 and March 25, 2008 minutes and consent agenda.  Motion approved 3 ayes, 0 nays.  

FINANCIAL STATEMENTS REPORT:  Patsy Busick presented financial reports.  Patsy informed the Board that she met with Howard Harris on April 2, 2008 to discuss additional financial reports he requested; reports included with Board packets.  He commended her for a job well-done and facilitating the documents.  Mike Elmore also voiced his appreciation for including detailed transactions in the bank reconciliation reports.  Financials accepted as submitted.  

Discussion was held on prior agreement / understanding that $50,000 per year from the LGIP reserves to be used for system upgrade and water line replacement.

Board member Rod Peterson requested new and improved water lines marked on District maps and included in Board packets.  

ENGINEER OF RECORD REPORT: District’s Engineer of Record, Ben Beseda reported Metro Car Wash is proceeding but no water lines in place yet.

Lorne Richman placed 300 feet of new mainline on W. 2nd St.  Cost shared with District.    Working towards bringing mainline out to 2nd street to eventually eliminate line behind businesses.
Working on designs to place new water lines in the Murray Addition area to eliminate lines currently running through customers’ property.  This work will be put out to bid once designs are completed.  

Received suggestions and recommendations from Ed Butts on design and site of Well # 6.  Location of well clarified as being acceptable.  It is now ready to advertise for request for quotes.

District Manager, Sherlene Bowen informed Board that draft of Land Use Development Filing Fee and Reimbursement for Administrative Costs was excluded in error on agenda for this month’s meeting.  It will be on the May meeting agenda for topic of discussion.  

MANAGER’S REPORT:  Sherlene Bowen, District Manager’s report included March samples okay.  Waiver from State regarding disinfection by-product testing requested.  Turned Pomona St Well # 3 on for summer season.  Awaiting word from Larry with GC Systems regarding testing of production meters.  Meter at Foley Vault not working.  

Spent full day on March 26th with Eric Ward and Dan Sanders of Kennedy Jenks (part of the EFA team) discussing operations and toured District.  They also met with operations field staff.

Alexis Dow (part of the EFA team) spent day on April 1st in office reviewing office procedures, discussing financial reports and job duties.

Discussed details of state required water management and conservation plan with Tim Tice, circuit rider with OAWU.  Details included in Board packets.  

Reviewed comments received from Ed Butts regarding well site.  Correspondence provided to Board at meeting.  

Rod Kiser completed draft of CCR (Consumer Confidence Report) and year’s review insert completed by District Manager and provided to Board members for corrections, changes and/or comments.  Documents and information will be going to printers next week.

Burt Savage with Kelly Moore Paints inspected steel reservoirs for coating needs.  Report indicated reservoirs in good condition.

Staff completed First Aid and CPR training.  Thanks to President Tom Ashmore for covering office so all employees could participate.

Larry Haug with Stantec has completed the alarm system on SCADA.  The system called out high alarm at Cherry Heights so seems in working order.

Completed mainline replacement on Pomona St; five (5) services need to be connected before total abandonment of old steel line.

Replaced fire hydrant in 1800 block of W. 2nd St.

Valve cleaning and locating in preparation for leak survey.  Staff is working on identifying water loss.  Completed three (3) days of leak survey.  Completed approximately 90% of main lines.  Small packing leak on valve in Murray Addition, large leak approximately 15 gpm at 14th & Kingsley.  System appears to be in good shape overall; will be looking at other options to try to locate discrepancy in usages.  
OLD BUSINESS:  EFA consultants are scheduled to meet with the Board of Directors on April 29, 2008 at 6 pm.  It will be an informational meeting to report to the Board their findings thus far.  

Water Loss/Discrepancy Identification Plan was presented to the Board by District Manager, Sherlene Bowen.  Board member Mike Elmore commended Sherlene on the development and implementation of the plan presented.  

Discussion was held regarding the Water Management Conservation Plan.  District Manager asked Board if she could proceed with utilizing Tim Tice, circuit rider for OAWU.  The Board asked that Sherlene provide an exact amount for Mr. Tice to complete the plan as required.  Mike Elmore suggested looking into conservation plans from other water systems as well as the District’s staff participating in the draft of the plan.  

NEW BUSINESS:  Redistricting – District Boundary Adjustment Ordinance tabled until next meeting.

TRAINING SEMINARS & CLASSES:   None.

BOARD MEMBER COMMENTS:  Howard Harris inquired about the availability of the wells located on the aluminum plant property.  It was reported the wells are not obtainable due to the probability of future ownership and development of property.

With no further business, meeting adjourned at 7:45 pm.
