
PUD BOARD MEETING MINUTES

JUNE 10, 2008

PRESENT: Tom Ashmore, Mike Elmore, Rod Peterson, Gene Tobie, Howard Harris, Sherlene Bowen, Patsy Busick, Tom Peachey and Ben Beseda.
GUESTS:  Robert Awmiller.

Meeting called to order at 6:30 pm by President Tom Ashmore. 

PUBLIC COMMENTS:  None.

Motion by Mike Elmore; second by Gene Tobie to approve the May 13, 2008 regular Meeting and May 20, 2008 Special Meeting Minutes and Consent Agenda.  Motion approved 4 ayes, 0 nays.  

FINANCIAL STATEMENTS REPORT:  Patsy Busick presented financial reports.  Mike Elmore presented hand-out of water revenue for the months of February ’08 – May ’08 in comparison to February ’07 – May ’07 noting water revenues down by 32.5%.  Howard Harris also voiced concerns as he noticed when preparing fiscal year July 1, 2008 – June 30, 2009 budget proposal.  Financials approved as presented.  

ENGINEER OF RECORD REPORT: Engineer of Record, Ben Beseda presented the engineering update.  Metro Car Wash service and mainline completed, tested and in service; need to receive asbuilts and easement documents prior to final acceptance.  Same with Aaron’s Home Furnishings project.  Waterline extension for Lorne Richman on W 2nd St is also complete, tested and accepted.  

Well # 6 project is under way; contractor Person Pump and Well Drilling on site yesterday (May 9, 2008).  Approval from Bonneville Power Administration (BPA) has been received for temporary use of their property to facilitate the well project.  

Bids for the Murray’s Addition Upgrade Project were opened on May 5, 2008 with Summit Excavation as low bidder and was under engineers estimate.  With prior experience with the owner of Summit Excavation, Mr. Beseda recommended the bid be awarded to Summit Excavation.  Ben requested a construction schedule from the contractor and will forward to the District when received.  He has expressed to the contractor that if awarded, we expect to move ahead immediately.  

Motion by Howard Harris; second by Mike Elmore to award the Murray’s Addition Upgrade Project to Summit Excavation.  Motion approved 4 ayes, 0 nays.

Ben met with District Manager to review the waterlines serving the meters within the various phases of the Pomona Meadows Homeowners Association.  Review of the Tenneson Engineering archives found several maps and drawings completed by both Tenneson and other consultants.  The maps dated from 1980 up to 1993.  They covered all fo the development phases but in some cases indicated development that ended up occurring differently.  A pretty good picture of the water system serving the development was generated.  There appears to be primary connections to the PUD system in Pomona and 7th Streets.  Between these two connection points a six line loops through the development.  Four of the sites’ meters are served off of this primary loop.  There are two stubs off of this loop that extend to the sites’ other two meters.  The development has its own smaller sized waterlines distributing water to the residences following the meters.  The PUD crew conducted testing to isolate the various areas served by each meter.  The areas they came up with coincide very closely with the mapping we found.  We are in the process of verifying the current PUD map set against what we found and will make updates as needed to better reflect the actual conditions.  A highlighted set of maps is available for review and discussion in more depth if needed.  If the PUD does not already have easements, it is recommended that easements be obtained from the Homeowners Association on the PUD lines.  A meeting with them may be warranted to review the water system and make sure there is a clear understanding ofo where the PUD has responsibility and what belongs to the development.

MANAGER’S REPORT:  Sherlene Bowen, District Manager’s report included May samples completed.  Requested bottles for annual Nitrate and HAA5 and TTHM samples to be collected during the warm months.  Pomona St well # 3 running good.  Booster pump “A” has been returned and reinstalled in contact chamber at office site.  Sent additional request for quotes regarding the state required water management and conservation plan.  Completed office manager’s employment review; recommend a 2% increase.  Well # 6 scheduled to being moving equipment in on Monday.  Drilling will start on Tuesday June 10, 2008.  Received approval from BPA to locate wastewater tanks on their property.  Fencing will be taken down on Monday morning June 9th to allow trucks access.  Water loss numbers are similar to last month.  

District Manager requested information from the meter representative regarding it if was determined how far off the flow meters were; response was as follows: 

“Normally the factory does not pre-test the meter unless specifically requested.  Checked with the factory about these meters (RA13283), all meters received go through a preliminary inspection.  The bearing assembly for both meters was found to have some play and did not turn smoothly.  The bearing assembly had to be changed out before testing.  The factory knew the meters would be out of the 2% accuracy range with the bad bearing assembly.  Since a flow test as received was not requested, there was no reason to perform such test.”

Met with Ben Beseda to discuss locations of water lines within Pomona Meadows.  (See Engineer of Record report above.)  Opened quotes for Murray Addition Upgrade Project.  (See Engineer of Record report above.)  Met with Steve Gillette of Columbia Credits regarding outstanding accounts; we don’t have many but do get a few final bills that we have problems collecting.  Reviewed existing personnel manual against new suggest by SDAO; found several changes that need updated, especially concerning drug testing and safety sensitive position.  A few other areas that need clarification will be asking for Board direction.  Finished Pomona St.; new line has been installed from W 10th St uphill and over to Chinook to create a loop; all services have been relocated to new line; old steel line abandoned at valve; pavement has been patched.  Mainline extension on W 2nd St. completed by contractor; passed pressure test and bacti test; in service and one new meter installed.  Jeb Miller completed listing of all hydrant locations within system along with a pressure reading, approximate GPM, size, manufacturer and date.  Copy to fire department. Mailed 150 past dues, hung 27 door tags, shut off 5 for non-pay, 45 completed work orders for the month of May ’08.  

OLD BUSINESS:  Operational and Financial Analysis Update tabled with special meeting scheduled for July 15, 2008 and 3 pm.  Request by Board that reports be made available for review by July 1, 2008.  

NEW BUSINESS:  Board member, Howard Harris, present a preliminary budget proposal.  He recommended all staff review proposed budget for input.  Continued budget discussion tabled until next regular Board meeting scheduled for July 8, 2008.

Discussion held on changes of personnel policies; tabled until further notice.  Board asked to be provided copies of current Personnel Policies and Employee Handbook.  President Tom Ashmore recommended holding a special Board workshop specifically for Personnel Policies and Employee Handbook review.  

Attorney of Record, Tom Peachey, asked it be noted he will be out of the office and unavailable June 28, 2008 through July 17, 2008.  

TRAINING SEMINARS & CLASSES:   Oregon Water and Wastewater Infrastructure Finance Summit 2008 July 17, 2008.  No interest.  

BOARD MEMBER COMMENTS:  None.

Meeting adjourned to executive session ORS 192.660(2)(b) at 7:41 pm.  

Executive session adjourned to regular meeting at 8:10 pm.
