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PUD BOARD MEETING MINUTES

MAY 12, 2009
PRESENT: Tom Ashmore, Mike Elmore, Marla Skroch, Gene Tobie, Rod Peterson, Roger Prowell, Patsy Busick, Tom Peachey, and Ben Beseda.  
GUESTS:  Charley & Delma Roush, Jeb Miller, Sam Bishop, Nathan Pope.
Meeting called to order at 6:30 pm by President Tom Ashmore.
Motion by Gene Tobie; second by Mike Elmore to approve the April 28, 2009 minutes and consent agenda.  Motion approved 5 ayes, 0 nays. 
PUBLIC COMMENTS:  None.
FINANCIAL STATEMENTS REPORT:  Patsy Busick presented financial reports. The financials were approved as presented.    
ENGINEER OF RECORD REPORT:  Ben Beseda’s Engineer of Record report included:  Sage Tech is in full speed.  It is two weeks from site plan application approved by City of The Dalles.  First stage will generate 30 to 100 new jobs; second phase will include 6,000 sq. ft. of new building space and up to a total of 120 new jobs.  These new jobs will not be filled with current employees of Sage Tech relocating to this area. District Manager, Roger Prowell, indicated the field crew potholed the lines as Sage Tech may need to upgrade size of service line which would incur SDC and some connection fees.  
DISTRICT MANAGER’S REPORT:  District Manager’s report included:  Admiration to the entire staff for managing the District during his absence.  Highlights of their accomplishments include hydrant flushing with a third completed; installed blow off on W. 6th St; trimmed up trees and cleaned around all the reservoir sites; in-house safety inspection punch list completed; new service for Habitat for Humanity in Murray Addition area; new hydrant at W 10th and Kingsley; sample station at W 6th St and Snipes; repaired leak at W 2nd St and Snipes.
During Roger’s absence Jeb Miller gave Jeff Gordan with Earth Solutions a tour of our District for the possibility of a small hydro-electric project.  Roger will discuss and meet with Mr. Gordan at a later date.

Roger informed the Board he received a call from Lisa Roland, a resident in the Cherry Hts. Rd. area.  She indicated here is interest from residents in obtaining water from our District.  After reviewing, it was determined to be a very expensive project.  The residents could check into the possibility of forming a Local Improvement District (LID) and apply for bonding.

Pomona Meadows Homeowners Association (PMHA) will be addressing getting metered water to the common area which is currently not running through the meter.  The District’s field staff will aid Charley Roush in assessing the project.
OLD BUSINESS: In regards to the Budget process, Board member, Mike Elmore, would like to move forward.  He indicated he would like to see a zero rate increase and, if necessary a possible rate increase in January 2010.
The District’s employees’ health insurance plan was reviewed.  Roger commented the rate increase was 10% in 2008.  This year the same plan is available at a 8.7% increase.  Roger’s recommendation was to continue with the same health insurance plan.  The Board of Directors was in agreement. 
NEW BUSINESS:  Draft of the updated Delinquency Policy was read and discussed.  The Board approved the changes and no motion for acceptance was necessary.
TRAINING SEMINARS & CLASSES:    Patsy Busick is continuing with her Quickbooks classes.
BOARD COMMENTS:  The Board in its entirety was glad to have Roger back and also commended the District’s staff for the smooth operation in his absence.  
EXECUTIVE SESSION:  Regular meeting adjourned to executive session at 7:00 pm under ORS 192.660.(2)(i).
Executive session adjourned to regular meeting at 7:25 pm.
